The Passage of New legislation

9:00 – 9:30 a.m. – Overview of Elder Abuse Legislation (2014) Kimberly Murphy has been with the Department on Aging since 2007 working with a variety of programs and initiatives including serving as the Administrator for the Office of Substitute Decision Maker.  In 2011, she became the Policy Director reviewing and overseeing policy and legislation on the federal and state levels that impacts older Iowans.  She will provide a summary of legislation introduced that helps with the prevention, intervention and detection of elder abuse, barriers encountered, and overview of the 2012 and2013 Elder Abuse Task Force.  

9:30 - 10:00 a.m. – Elder Abuse Relief (Senate File 2239) - Chantelle Smith is an Assistant Attorney General and has been with the Attorney General’s Office for 14 years.  Currently she represents the Iowa Insurance Division, Iowa Securities Bureau, Iowa Department on Aging, and the Iowa Department of Inspections and Appeals and also handles non-profit and charitable trust issues for the office. She also is cross-designated as an assistant United States attorney for the purpose of prosecuting financial crimes.  She has prosecuted administrative, civil, and criminal cases involving elderly victims and through these experiences has witnessed firsthand the devastating effects of abuse and exploitation.  Chantelle will discuss how SF2239 started, how it ended, what it means for older Iowans and will identify remaining steps that need to be addressed in Iowa’s adult abuse system. 

10:00 – 11:00 a.m. – Iowa Uniform Power of Attorney Act (Senate File 2168) This topic will be presented by Margaret Van Houten, JD, a senior shareholder of the Davis Brown Law Firm.  Margaret practices in the areas of wills, trusts, estate planning and probate law, taxation, charitable organizations and employee benefits.  She assists individuals with their taxes, retirement and estate planning and works with clients to transfer wealth to their intended beneficiaries.  Margaret facilitated the effort to adopt a Uniform Power of Attorney Act with the Iowa State Bar Association probate section and was instrumental with its passage.  She will provide an overview of the Act, why it is needed, and how it will help in the prevention and intervention of financial exploitation.
